Dear parents/guardians.

Concerns about the enhanced carrying of weapons and violence among children and young
people in Iceland have been growing, and recent serious incidents in our society have fueled
that fear. It is important to respond to the situation.

Hamrahli® Secondary School reiterates that carrying weapons in public is prohibited by law.
If a student is found to be carrying a weapon, the matter will invariably be reported to the
police and depending on the circumstances to child protection services in the case of a child
being under the age of 18, and the parents will be contacted. Cases of violence that are
possible to arise within the school or at events in its name will be put into an appropriate
process and processed according to the school’s response plan that can be found on the
school's website, together with school rules, which we encourage parents and students to
familiarize themselves with.

Certain factors are protective against children's risky behavior, such as parents and children
being together, outdoor time being respected, that their internet use is monitored and even
limited, that children are shown care and clear boundaries are set for them, and that parents
know who their children's friends and their parents are. Furthermore, there is a great
preventive value in the participation of children in organized sports and leisure activities, and
it is important that parents are active participants in parenting activities.

It is important that parents take part in responding to this trend and do everything in their
power to prevent violence and the carrying of weapons. Hamrahlid Secondary School
encourages parents to talk to their children about how we can create a safer society
together, i.e. on m. that it is illegal to walk around with a weapon, what the consequences of
violence can be and to inform them where they can seek support.

Attention is also drawn to the fact that students and parents can seek support and advice
within the school, such as from the school counsellors, the school psychologist, the school
nurse, the equality and communication counsellor and administrators. Then we suggest the
Red Cross helpline 1717 and online chat at www.1717.is and at www.112.is.

We also want to point out that everyone has an obligation to report to child protection
services if there is reason to believe that a child will be subjected to violence or other
disrespectful behavior or that their health and development will be in serious danger.
Together we can contribute to a safer society and increased prosperity. We encourage you
to contact the school if you have any questions.
